(each item is given a different slot on the agenda)
	Rossi has given a presentation to show the benefits of Apple pens and how it can benefit our learners through neater writing, increased IT skills, and encouraging our learners to write. 
Apple pens are around £109, however a replica stylus pen is around £25.

20 replica pens and 20 cases are around £699. This would give each class 4 pens.

Replacement tips can be purchased for the pens, with tips lasting around 9 months.
Funds need to be spent from the school bank account.
Apple pens would use £700 of the £7000 available.

An outdoor shelter is another potential option to create an outdoor learning area. This would be initially in the nursery, but preferably also one in the school also.

Ross Contactors are able to provide a quote for this.

The current outdoor structure would need to be demolished.

Marty the robot has been used within school which the children are really enjoying. Marty has lesson plans for each curricular area and children can also use this for coding.
Polaroid cameras for each class are something that would be useful.

The film for the Polaroid would make this untenable. 

Looking at other options such as thermal cameras, digital printers and wireless Bluetooth cameras.

School residential has taken place and feedback from pupils has been positive.

Some staff felt that the activities were not challenging enough, and this may have been due to the package that was available. This package was the only one available due to the time of year.
Quality improvement Day – 30th March

Education officer, Literacy and Numeracy Officer and Head Teacher from Croft Malloch to visit and observe within classes.

HMIE is due and awaiting confirmation of dates.

Communuity Café to take place 1 Friday per term and pupils will design posters and share within the community to invite people along. P6/7s to lead this termly event.

Participatory Budget is being used to fund a pupil support worker. £300 of this is passed to the pupils for a project – children are looking at the cost of the school day. After researching the cost of the school day, pupils are interested specifically in the cost of school uniform. Donation days will be coming up. Winter clothing budget could be used to purchase jumpers. Pupils have researched where they can buy budget clothing. Children are keen to use this for seasonal events also - Christmas jumpers Halloween costumes. Swap shop is being initiated within Community Council which could tie in with this. A trolley with tins could also be provided, a bookcase for a small library. Other items such as lunch boxes, pencil cases could also be collected. If this was presented as a shop environment, or a swap shop people would be more likely to use this, without fer of stigma. 
Food bank Friday has been a great success. A visit to the local foodbank is being organized. School has received Bronze Award and is progressing towards Silver Award.

Eco talks to be explored.

Text messages about letters would need to include the content of the letter.

Potholes on school road need to be reported by as many people as possible as this increases the priority.
Battery and/or ink cartridge recycling to be considered as a way of raising money and supporting eco school profile.

	All agree this is a fantastic idea.
A smaller off-the-shelf structure can be purchased for the nursery grounds, with a quote provided for a bespoke gazebo for the school playground.

A set of 5 robots will be purchased for £3000.

Other options to be explored.

Next year’s camp to be booked for May, where there will be a wider choice of activities available.
2 nights, 3 days is still the preferred option, and any additional expense for this time of year would be offset by extra time prior to the dates.

Pre-Loved rail will be positioned at the Community Centre entrance, with it being accessible for an hour every morning at drop-off time.

This could tie in with community café to create an event and encourage participation.

Pupils to link posters to eco issues.

Continue to work towards Silver Awards.

Charlie to liaise with school regarding delivering talks.
